If you are bang bullied, it is vital you tdl an adult o a
membea o staff, whowill hdpyou.

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Responding to a bullying situation

If you are being bullied the worst thingto do isthe same
thing back. Instead you should straight away tell a
responsible adult, before the bullying gets out of hand.
This adult will help you and will sort out the bullying.
DON'T BE AFRAID TO TELL SOMEONE.

A good person to tell is your mentor or form teacher. If
you do not want to tell ateacher to their face, there is
a box next to the stairs by the chapter house. Mrs
Brough will check this box everyday and sort out your
problems. Whatever you do, do not ever let the bully win
and try not to show your emotions because the bully will
think that they have overpowered you.

And finally-

If the situation continues you can either tell the same
adult as before or tell another adult. Keep talking to the
adult and make sure they take action. Do not
exaggerate the situation and always stick to the truth.
If you don't want to tell an adult again you can always
tell a friend. This friend will hopefully help you and talk
to the bully. If the bullying is very serious and you do not
want to talk to someone you know you can always phone
a childline. Remember- NEVER GIVE UP!

¢ \When someone elseisbeing bullied or isin
distress, take action. Watching and doing nothing
may suggest support for the bully.

e Express your disapproval of bullying; do not
tolerate abully in your circle of friends.

e Inform an adult if you feel unable to stop the bully
yourself.

e Always treat others as you would like to be treated
yourself. Remember that calling someone names,
or incessant teasing, is bullying.
